St. Louis Creek Campground

St. Louis Creek campground had the misfortune of being in the middle
of a lodgepole pine forest, and thus was blighted by the recent Pine
Beetle infestation and as a result had to be clear cut. On the positive
side, the clear cutting revealed a magnificent view of nearby Byers
Peak, which now looms over the campground. As its name implies,
the campground borders St. Louis Creek, which provides excellent
Brookie and Rainbow trout fishing. And, if you’re a mountain bicyclist,
St. Louis campground puts you at the beginning of both the “Flume”

and “Chainsaw” loop bicycle trails.

The campground is located on the east side of CR 73, four miles
southwest of the town of Fraser. It offers 17 campsites, two toilets, two
trash dumpsters, and two water pumps. There is neither eleciricity nor
sewer hookup. To find St. Louis Campground, turn west at the traffic
light by Safeway in Fraser, proceed on CR 72, pass under the railroad
overpass and turn right onto the Fraser Parkway, then turn left onto CR
73. Follow CR 73 to the turnoff on your left at the sign indicating St.
Louis Campground. Please call 970-726-4330 for availability.
